Bylaws, and Covenants, Conditions & Restrictions (CC&Rs). They
were all put in, tract by tract and lot by lot, when they were built.

The first thing that comes in August 1963 is that the SCCA
became incorporated, which was filed with the county and state,
making us a non-profit corporation. In the short sweet and to-
the-point paperwork, giving us the ability to make Bylaws. I will
explain Bylaws in length in the next magazine.

Let’s step back to the CC&Rs and/or the deed restrictions. Those
deed restrictions are what we rely on the most — again, as each
tract was put in, they were filed with county with the CC&Rs at
that time. Here is the surprise that only a few of us know: this
was deemed an adult-only community, so beginning with the first
tracts and lots, anyone 18 years old and older could live here. It was
not a 55+ community until President Bill Clinton signed into effect
the HOPA Act in 1995.

In approximately 1997, we ratified the SCCA and became a 55+
community with a grace period where those younger than 55 that
had been living here 15-18 years prior to 1997 could stay here, so
they were grandfathered in. I think this is enough for today — next
time 'l touch on the bylaws and then go on to the never ending
CC&Rs.

summer. The project will take about 18 months to complete and will
require the complete closure of Bradley Road, in both directions, for a
substantial amount of that time. If you need to travel over that bridge
regularly, then you should start now in planning your alternate route.

Finally, I want to encourage everyone to sign up for our new
emergency alert program: Alert Menifee. It provides notices about
emergency situations, such as severe weather, evacuations, and road
closures. You can choose to receive notifications by landline phone,
cell phone, text/SMS, or email. The information entered in the system
is for the purposes of communicating emergency and official City
information only and will not be sold to outside interests. To sign up,
please go to https://alertmenifee.genasys.com/portal/en/.
